4. You must notify me of the idea for your project by Wednesday, August 5th. At that time I will either tell you that it is a good project to proceed with or to develop it further.

5. You will write a 1-2 page paper describing your thoughts and ideas behind your project. (This paper can either be printed and handed in or emailed to me).

Your final project will be due at the beginning of class on the last day of class, Friday August 14th. There are no exceptions. If your project is not complete by that time, you will automatically get a zero/F for the final project which counts 3X as much as a normal project grade (this includes the paper as well). If you’re looking to pull your grade up for the semester – this is your chance! Don’t ruin your current grade standing by turning in a mediocre project.
