For this project we will be concerning ourselves with the sixth definition of value from the above definition to create a value scale using only black and white. The value scale will flow from white (top) to black (bottom) and will be divided equally into eight rectangles measuring 1” tall by 6” wide. The overall dimensions for your value scale will be 8” tall by 6” wide. You must have a one inch white border around your value scale. The main focus of this assignment is to see how well you can create eight equal steps from white to black.
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Fun with Value Parts 2 & 3

To continue our studies with value you will take one color and create two value scales. The same dimensions and rules apply as in Part 1 of this project. The first of your two color value scales will deal with tints.

Tint: the result of mixing color with white

You must create a color value scale ranging from your chosen color to white. The main focus of this assignment is to see how well you can create eight equal steps of tints.

The second of your two color value scales will deal with shades.

Shade: the result of mixing a color with black

You must create a color value scale ranging from your chosen color to black. The main focus of this assignment is to see how well you can create eight equal steps of shades.
