POP! Project
Due date: Monday, July 27th
For this assignment, you will make a small acrylic painting larger than 6” x 6”. There is no restriction to size or shape other than it being larger than 6” x 6”. By using your knowledge of saturation, value, placement and the contrast between warm and cool colors, make one of your colors pop! Make it explode out of your composition! 

You may accomplish this simply by the use of color juxtapositions. Or you may want to include other elements of your design to enhance the ‘pop-ability’ of your color. Elements such as balance, placement, shape/dimensions of your composition, your technique of paint application, or maybe something else that will aid you in making your color pop.
You are not limited to the colors you have purchased for this class. For all of you streakers out there, craftsmanship and presentation will not be as strictly enforced for this project. Perhaps a lack of quality craftsmanship will aid in your goal.
For the critique we will vote on who’s color ‘pops’ the most and that person will be exempt from taking the quiz on Wednesday!
