For this assignment you will write a 1- to 2-page paper (total of at least 375-500 words) on one of the three paintings by Paul Klee below. So, everyone has access to the same on-line color version of the painting, you will access one of these two web addresses to view the painting of your choice.

In your paper I want you discuss how color is used in the painting itself. Some questions you may want to consider answering in your paper:

- Is color used expressively? Logically? Functionally?

- What type of color scheme is used?

- What hues are used? Which are dominant? Why?

- Describe the saturation of colors.

- Does it have a broad or narrow value range?

- Do any specific colors have an overtone? If so, which ones?

- Does the juxtaposition of one color next to another bring out any of its inherent qualities or overtones?

- Why do you think Paul Klee titled the painting that way?

These are just some suggestions, based on your knowledge of color you may want to explore other avenues in your paper. Just remember to focus on the color!
