As with the previous presentation, you must include visuals. Most of the artists listed have several slides in our slide library. you may include sculpture as well as two-dimensional work. Along with the presentation, you must turn in a bibliography list to me with a minimum of four sources. The sources must include:

1) Two magazine/journal/newspaper articles

2) One book (if you have difficulty finding a book with your artist, please let me know. I have a lot of books at home and in my studio and may have what you are looking for)

3) One miscellaneous (could be a book, pamphlet, journal, magazine or newspaper article. Can also be a website, but it cannot be a general information website like Wikipedia, etc., it must be a site devoted to that artist and speaks critically about their work)

If you are searching for slides in the slide library, remember to look in the collection for the Foundation Program. These slides are located along the far wall in the putty colored file.

When researching your living artist, solid information is often found in periodicals and journals. Go to the reference section of the library. The guide to fine art periodicals is called The Art Index. Here you will find an index for many journals listed by year. If you need help, the library people are always available to help (that’s their job!). I can also help you.

I do not want to hear any excuses on how it was difficult to find info on your artist. Feel free to utilize the InterLibrary Loan system. If you do not know what this is, or how to use it, let me know and I’ll show you.

Information to include in your Oral Presentation:


• Include only brief biographical information. This includes educational background.


• What are the significant motivations for this artist? How do others interpret the work? What is the meaning to the


  work? The best source for this often comes from a quote or artist’s statement by the artist. This is the major item


  you should be discovering.


• Is the artist’s technique or choice of material important?


• Were there any significant events or occurrences that impacted the work? Examples may include a personal event,


  a political or cultural occurrence, etc. (If there are historical or social influences on the work, research those to


  better inform your presentation)


• Does the artist have any significant influences? From a culture or another artist?


• Are there other artists whose work is similar? Is the artist clearly linked to a group or movement?


• Are there major exhibitions, collections, or gallery representations?

Most important aspect of your presentation:


• Think critically about your artist and find sources of other people writing critically about the artist. Why is he/she a good artist? Why is he/she considered a bad artist? - both from your perspective and that of other art critics. If you cannot find anyone writing critically about your artist, ask an art or art history professor at ETSU their opinion on this artist, that is a valid source as well.

During your presentation there will be no sitting. You must stand, because body language plays an important part in keeping myself and the rest of the class interested in what you are talking about.

You will not need to hand in an 8.5” x 11” sheet with your artist’s information/images. All you will need to hand in is your bibliography, along with photocopies of the magazine/journal/newspaper articles that you referenced.
