All topics must be cleared by instructor.


You must include visual images to increase the understanding of your audience. You may check out slides from our slide library (with my assistance), and you may want to have books with illustrations available in class. Transparencies are also a good option. High quality images downloaded from the internet are another option.


You must include the following in your report:

• Identify the art movement. What is the approximate time period of the movement? 

• What are the major characteristics of the movement? What grouped the artists together? Style, technique, ideas? Be careful, some artists work in several styles!

• What was the catalyst for the movement? Were there major historical, social or political events that launched the movement? How about a reaction to previous art movements?

• Identify at least two major artists from the period. Use one or more examples of their work in your presentation.
• Are there other creative endeavors that fall into the same or similar theory (design, literature, music, theater/film, architecture)?


I will be looking for a well-prepared presentation. You should know your subject matter well enough to give a brief but informative description. I'm more interested in content (what is really significant about the style?) rather than a flashy approach. You should organize the information, practice, and edit parts that don't significantly add to your information. An anecdotal story (if found) may sometimes add interest for your audience, and these may be included.


Again, your report should be 5 to 8 minutes in length. Presentations longer or shorter should be avoided—this could adversely affect the grade. In addition, you should complete a one-page flyer about the movement. Briefly identify the major characteristics and theory, identify the major artists. Include your bibliographical information. You must turn this sheet in to me on the day of your presentation! You should avoid simply reading a short description found in any source as your presentation—this would fall under the category of plagiarism.


Please note that you may find some information on the Internet, but I recommend that you use this only as a launching point for your investigation. Our library will have books on some of these subjects. The best sources for concise information may be periodicals such as Art in America, Art Forum, and Flash Art  which are all available in our library. To find articles in magazines, consult the Art Index which is a great index for art periodicals. These are blue covered volumes found in the reference area of the library. USE THEM! (And if you don’t know how to, the librarian will assist you or ask me for helpt).
