Required Textbook: Drawing from Observation by Brian Curtis

Materials you should bring to class daily (and have for Thursday, September 3rd)
Paper:

1 – Pad of newsprint paper 18” x 24”

1 – Pad of white drawing paper, 18” x 24”, 80 lb. or heavier, 24 sheets or more (Strathmore, Canson,

     Borden & Riley)

1 – Sketchbook at least 8 ½” x 11” (only bring when specified)

Tools:

Assortment of graphite drawing pencils 8B, 6B, 4B, 2B, B, HB, H (nothing lighter than an H)

2-3 Compressed Charcoal sticks (soft & very soft)

Can of Krylon Workable Fixative (or hairspray)

Vine Charcoal, at least 6 sticks (usually sold in packs of 3) soft and/or extra soft

Charcoal Pencils, at least 2 soft or very soft

One white charcoal pencil

2 sticks of black conte crayon (2B or softer)

Kneaded eraser (you may need more than one)

Soft white eraser (Magic Rub or Mars Staedtler White) (again you may need more than one)

Pencil sharpener

Blending stumps, large and small

Sharpie Markers (oir their equivalent) superfine and fine tips

Portfolio case, 18” x 24” or larger. Feel free to make your own if you do not wish to purchase it. You just 
need some type of protective carrying case for your work to bring to and from class and to hand in.

Tackle box/ArtBin/Tool Box–container for storing all of your drawing materials in and convenient to bring to class
Drawing board, 18” x 24” or larger

Large clips to hold paper to drawing board (unless they are already built-in)

Blue painter’s tape or low tack drafting tape approx. 1” wide (paint section at Home Depot or Lowes has it cheap)

Scissors

Glue or glue stick

Additional materials that we will use as the semester progresses:

3-4 sheest of Canson (or similar) pastel paper, neutral tones

One stick each of white, black and grey pastels (Rembrandt if they have it)

24” or 36” metal ruler

Black India ink and plastic container for water

One small and one medium ‘round’ brush for water based media

White, grey, and black colored pencils (Prismacolor if they have it)
