Kidaroos vs. Kid Gear USA

Adobe Illustrator Logo Design Project

For this project you will create two visual identities (i.e. logos) for two companies that specialize in clothing for children (both boys & girls) between the ages of  2 and 10.

Kidaroos

The name of the first company is Kidaroos. This company is a very small operation located in Kalamazoo, Michigan. Kidaroos is what you might call a ‘Ma & Pop’ business because it only has 20 employees and only one office. Their clothing is all handmade from organically grown cotton and dyes and all of Kidaroos manufacturing is ecologically sound, emphasizing renewable resources, sustainable growth and a globally-conscious sense of responsibility (i.e. fair trade).

Kid Gear USA

The name of the second company is Kid Gear USA. This company is a very large operation and is located in New York City. Kid Gear USA is what you might call a ‘Corporate Conglomerate,’ for they are the leaders of the children’s clothing industry. To become the leaders in the children’s clothing industry, they have utilized cut-throat business practices including (but not limited to) buying out their competition, using slave labor in the far east, not fully testing their products for safety, finagling their way around paying taxes, etc. Suffice to say, they are not an ecologically sound company nor are they very much concerned with human rights issues. Kid Gear is a morally corrupt company that is easily recognizable and a household name, like Wal-Mart.

The corporate identity for both companies must be designed to work in many different situations. It must work very small and very large. It will appear on all corporate publications, websites, communications, advertising and branding.

Questions to keep in mind:

- Who is your target audience?

- What kind of message do you want to send to possible future customers?

- How do your design ideas change from the small business to the large business?

- Does the price of the clothing factor into your design?

- Will my logo design look good large AND small?

Once you have completed your final designs for the logos, you will then choose one of them to create a letterhead and business card out of. You will include your name on the business card with the title of Sales Representative (you’re a salesman! congratulations!). Below is the information you must include on the business card and letterhead:

Design Specs:

LOGO

Must be presented in 2 differrent sizes, one should be approximately 6 inches tall and the other should be approximately 1 inch tall. Mounted onto presentation board with a one inch border all the way around. No exceptions!

BUSINESS CARD

Standard business card size: 3 ½” x 2”. Mounted onto presentation board with one inch border all the way around. No exceptions!

LETTERHEAD

Standard letterhead size: 8.5” x 11”. Mounted onto presentation board with a one inch border all the way around. No exceptions.

Important:  The paper you choose is very important. All paper stock should match. Business cards are typically printed onto card stock. Remember, you will be presenting this to be reviewed and possibly accepted by the corporate big wigs!

Note: Any project turned in that does not meet the requirements specified in your Guidelines to Turning in all Final Projects sheet will not be accepted.

Additional Directions:

You must create a minimum of 10 different thumbnail designs of each logo. The finished designs must be created in digital form. Print the finished design to the appropriate paper stock. Paper selection is a critical component of the design and so is the presentation!

Follow the 5 Step Design Process and this project will progress very easily for you and it will produce quality results!

Research, Research, Research!

Research corporate identity (and logo design, branding, etc) in the library (or on-line). Study examples from past issues of Print Magazine, Communication Arts, Step-by-Step, ID, and Now magazines. Visit appropriate clothing stores to examine current trends in organic cotton clothing and fashion labels, study competitive brand catalogs and tags. Research the internet for product brands of a comparable nature and to avoid confusion with existing brand identities.

Remember: I will be collecting and grading your research at some point during the semester - -don’t let it catch you by surprise!
