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SKETCHBOOK #2 Assignments

*Each sketchbook is worth 10% of your final grade. You will be graded upon effort, ability to follow directions and strength in your increasing skills in fully completing each assignment as specified below (along with any additional verbal instructions):

10/06 – 10/8: Cross Contour
Using striped fabric, wrap an object in that fabric. Create a very detailed rendering of your wrapped object. I need to be able to decipher what that object is through your drawing of the fabric draped/wrapped around it. You must consider stripe size as compared to your object’s size. Also, you must utilize variations in line weight to exaggerate the illusion of depth/3-dimensional space.

10/13 – 10/15: Positive/Negative

Find a potted plant, vase of flowers or any other type of interesting/intertwining plant life. Focus your attention on the sections of the plant that contains interesting negative shapes. Filling your entire sketchbook page draw those sections of the plant:



1. as contour line drawing (no value, no cross-contour)



2. as solid areas/shapes of black (or color)

10/20 – 10/22: Cheers!
Filling most of your sketchbook page, draw a group of three to five drinking glasses that are standing upright below eye level. Utilize gesture, the Mondrian Tool (perceptual grid), and line variation. Concentrate on the progressive decompression of the ellipses that you are using to represent the cylindrical cross sections. If you do not get the ellipses correct the first time around, start over on the next page in your sketchbook until you get it right. (Please refer to Chapter 11: Foreshortened Circles of your textbook for more details).

NOT REQUIRED: Feel free to add some details, such as a shadow or the reflections of light on the glasses.

10/27 – 10/29: Thumbnail Sketches
Create 5 thumbnail sketches for your Outside Drawing #2. Spend at least 30 minutes on these sketches.
11/03 – 11/05: Clouds
This one’s simple: draw clouds.

You must complete 5 different drawings of clouds on five different pages in your sketchbook. Experiment with different drawing implements to achieve the same effect that you see up in the sky. Keep an eye out for a good day to draw some nice clouds!

EXTRA CREDIT: For those of you who would like some extra credit, I would like you to do a series of drawings of whatever inspires you! The only criteria is that you draw from observed reality, not photographs!
