(Unity/Variety Project)

This project is worth 15 points!

Part 1:

For this assignment you will create two large compositions, using collage, dealing with Unity and Variety:

Unity – compositional similarity, oneness, togetherness, or cohesion

Variety – the differences which give a design visual and conceptual interest; notably, use of contrast, emphasis, differences in scale, proportion and color etc.

This assignment will consist of three 11” x 14” (big!) collage compositions adhered to Bristol. You are only required to mount one of your collages onto black illustration board.

The first composition will demonstrate your understanding of unity. This can relate to unity of color, tone, texture, shape/form, subject matter, etc. The best compositions will include several of these aspects. The second composition will demonstrate your understanding of variety. This will relate to the same aspects mentioned for the unity composition, just in opposition. The third composition will be a collage based upon your interpretation of the topic: “Variety vs. Unity”. You may want to reference your homework assignment and/or pages 66-74 to help garner a better understanding of this project. Each composition will be worth 5 points.

I implore you to use as many resources as possible for this collage project: newspapers, magazines, catalogs, recycled materials (cereal boxes, product labels, etc), drawings, frottage, and anything else you can think of – extra points for creative collaging!

As always you will graded upon how well you construct your composition, keeping in mind design characteristics such as balance, movement, emphasis, focal point, value range, use of negative space, etc. Also, (as you hopefully know by now), you will be graded upon craftsmanship and presentation – no sloppy gluing or cutting please!

You will be given two weeks to complete this assignment (and two full class periods), so I expect some really creative and interesting final compositions. As always, you can feel free to contact me via email regarding any questions you may have.

Part 2:

Each of your collages must address one of the following color schemes:


1) Complementary


2) Analogous


3) Triadic

The color scheme must be consistent throughout your collage – if you are working with a red/green complementary color scheme, then you must use those colors and those colors only in your collage. Tints and shades of those colors and the additions of black, white and gray are acceptable. It is your decision as to which color scheme to use for which collage. but you must use each of these color schemes. For instance you may use an analogous color scheme to create your unity composition and a complementary color scheme to create your variety composition. Or vice versa!
