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                  Now its time to analyze your letter in more depth. For the second part of the Letter
Pictures project, you will have to create your letterform out of a continuous line. I want you to focus
on creating a legible letterform as well as considering all aspects of composition. During the critique
for this project, you will need to talk about the decisions you made regarding the composition of your
letterform within the 7.5” square borders. 

Spend time making your letters. Each letter form you create should be an in-depth investigation
into the form of your letter using different materials or processes. This project is about process as
much as it is about creativity and presentation. Make a proof sheet of all of your ideas and pictures, including
your final three compositions.
